1.  AJ MEERWALD’s 10th Sailing Season Begins!

New Jersey’s Tall Ship begins her 2006 Sailing Season on Saturday April 8, traveling to Philadelphia for a nine-day stay at Penn’s Landing. Philadelphia-area residents are invited to a free Open House on Sunday April 9 from 5:00 p.m to 7:00 p.m. Visitors can tour the deck and meet the AJ MEERWALD’s captain and crew. 

The AJ MEERWALD will participate in an education program for school groups called Riverfront Adventure on the Delaware, organized by the Independence Seaport Museum. The MEERWALD will present its interactive 'hands-on' education program from April 9 to 18. Students will have fun as they explore and learn about the region's maritime history and culture, marine science and environmental issues related to the Delaware Estuary during a three-hour sail. 

Next on the MEERWALD’s itinerary is the Port of Burlington, NJ. AJM will be docked at the City of Burlington Riverfront Promenade from Wednesday April 19 through Sunday April 30. 9. Boats for Sale

We have 3 boats that have been donated and are being sold to raise money.

They are:

a. A 1982 Sunfish – This boat is in very good condition. It is missing a rudder (new style), but all other running gear and sails are included. Also included is a homemade beach dolly.

b. A 9’ Sailing Dinghy and Trailer-This is a small dinghy that was converted to sail with an Optimist Sailing Rig. All parts are included as well as a trailer. Some cosmetic work is needed and the rudder will need to be repaired.

c. A 1973 17’ Charles Witholz Catboat. – This is a very nice well built Catboat. It has an aluminum mast and a shoal keel (2’ draft). Included are Sail (250sq.ft.), rigging, Anchor and rode, cushions, teak seats, outboard bracket, plus many more extras. There is no trailer or outboard.
