 ONBOARD A TALL SHIP

In July and August this summer, the Bayshore Discovery Project presents exciting and educational camping adventures onboard the historic oyster schooner AJ MEERWALD for your children, grandchildren, nieces and nephews.

Maritime Camps; Five days, Four nights, for Ages 13 to 16

a. A 9’ Sailing Dinghy and Trailer-This is a small dinghy that was converted to sail with an Optimist Sailing Rig. All parts are included as well as a trailer. Some cosmetic work is needed and the rudder will need to be repaired.

b. A 1973 17’ Charles Witholz Catboat. – This is a very nice well-built Catboat. It has an aluminum mast and a shoal keel (2’ draft). Included are Sail (250sq.ft.), rigging, Anchor and rode, cushions, teak seats, outboard bracket, plus many more extras. There is no trailer or outboard.
