1.  New AJM Crew Members Arriving in Bivalve!

Along with the promise of Spring, March brings new AJ Meerwald crewmembers to Bivalve as the time rapidly approaches to rig the schooner and gear up for her 11th sailing season. Already arrived are Tanya Banks-Christensen from Philadelphia and Eva Millwood, a recent graduate of the University of Tennessee/Knoxville. Tanya is Chief Mate and Eva is Relief Onboard Education Program Coordinator for the 2006 season. 

The AJ Meerwald’s crew typically comes from far and wide and this year is no exception…soon to arrive are Joshua Rainwater (Cook) from Alaska, Sarah Whittman (Educator/Deckhand) from Maryland, Karol Breuer (Educator/Deckhand/Relief Cook) from New Jersey. 2.  LAST CALL for FREE Shipboard Volunteer Training!
Shipboard training will take place on four Saturdays – March 4, 11, 25 and April 1 – from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM.  All four training sessions are required for new volunteers, and returning volunteers are required to attend the last two sessions.  In addition, to complete their training, trainees are required to participate in two sails in April or May. 

Volunteer Training takes place each year with the intent to prepare interested people to serve as crew onboard the AJ Meerwald. Trainees gain a well-rounded understanding of programs and activities conducted by BDP and are exposed to both education and deckhand skills used onboard. Shipboard volunteers can participate in the AJ Meerwald’s public and private sails, transits between ports, deck tours, and Sailor For A Day camps.

The training will take place at BDP headquarters - 2800 High Street (Bivalve), Port Norris NJ - in the Shipping Sheds.  This facility is not heated so please dress accordingly (warm layers are recommended!).  Bring a brown bag lunch as the schedule does not allow sufficient time to go out for a bite during the training.  Pre-registration is required.
