2.  DELAWARE BAY DAYS 2006 DEDICATED TO
CITIZENS UNITED TO PROTECT THE MAURICE RIVER AND ITS TRIBUTARIES
Bivalve, NJ; April 20, 2006 - On a wharf on the Maurice River this morning, the Bayshore Discovery Project announced that the 2006 Delaware Bay Days Festival is dedicated to Citizens United to Protect the Maurice River and its Tributaries (CU). 

Meghan Wren, BDP Executive Director said, “Citizens United has been a steadfast contributor to the quality of life in the Bayshore region for a quarter of a century. We are thrilled to dedicate Bay Days to CU. I’ve always been impressed by their sheer quantity of achievements. Lead by the tireless example of their President, Jane Galetto, the volume of scientific data collected, educational tools developed, cultural assets produced and community projects undertaken is truly amazing.”

Paul Kenney of the National Park Service said, "No organization I know does a better job of promoting a sense of place better than CU."

Upon hearing the announcement Jane Galetto responded, “We’re pleased to receive this honor.  We have always believed celebration is an important component of preservation and Bay Days is a great way to celebrate our area’s unique culture and beauty.”

Citizens United has been enhancing the Maurice River region since 1979. After successfully protecting local citizens from a state-wide hazardous waste facility in 1986, CU evolved from a reactive group to a proactive watershed association, branching into activities that celebrate the local way of life, the landscape, and the culture while preserving the environment that serves as the cornerstone of the region’s identity.

3.  DELAWARE BAY DAYS FESTIVAL FEATURES TWO DAYS OF

FREE LIVE ENTERTAINMENT INCLUDING JAPANESE MINYO DANCERS,

SEA CHANTIES, BLUEGRASS, COUNTRY, GOSPEL, 

RHYTHM AND BLUES, TRADITIONAL FOLK AND MORE!
The FREE family festival, ‘Delaware Bay Days,’ will feature two days of live entertainment on three stages on Saturday June 3 and Sunday June 4, 2006.  Bay Days will host the best of local festival favorites and new acts sure to entice the crowd!

Most of the acts are local to South Jersey and have played at past Bay Days festivals. Bay Days features large bands, children’s entertainers, solo and duo acts.  Returning bands are the Brown Street Chowder Society (big band), Home Cookin’ (bluegrass), and Murphy’s Greyhound (Irish traditional).  New bands this year include Ernest Goodlife Band, described by one critic as ’a sunny blend of folk and funk’.  The Whittington Family Singers, a Port Norris-based family gospel group, will prelude the Oyster Shucking Contest on Saturday as they have in past years.

Solo acts and duos include Jim Albertson, Jay Smar, Jerry Haines, Karen Davis & Josep Pla, Steve Byrne, and Bob Michel.  The Seabrook Minyo Dancers, a big hit last year with their presentation of Japanese folk dance, will perform again and invite the audience to join in their tradition. 

Children’s Entertainment includes The Turtle Singer, Mr. RECycle, and the Travel N’ Riverboat.

In addition to the live music and dance performances, a special feature this year will be ‘Life along the Delaware Bay’, an opportunity for audience members to hear first-hand life experiences about growing up in New Jersey’s Bayshore region.  

The festival begins at 11:00am on Saturday, June 3 with a Street Parade from Port Norris to Bivalve.  The entertainment will kickoff both days at 12:00Noon, and continue until 6:00pm on Saturday and until 5:00pm on Sunday.  The festival’s theme is ’A Celebration of the History, Culture and Natural Resources of the Delaware Bay.’  

4.  New Challenges at the New Jersey Championship Oyster Shucking Contest

Saturday June 3, 2006
New Jersey’s Championship Oyster Shucking Contest, held annually during the Delaware Bay Days Festival, will happen at 6 p.m. at the Wharf Tent Stage on Saturday, June 3, 2006.  

This year, for the first time ever, there will be multiple levels of competition during the contest.  Usually the contest is one round and attracts only highly skilled professional shuckers – those who can shuck 25 oysters in just over two minutes.  Cash awards will be made for speed and presentation.  

The competition, long a showcase of the best shucking in the state, will begin at 6:00 p.m. in the Wharf Tent.  The levels will proceed from beginner to professional, with levels for novice, amateur, restaurant-level, and professional (those who have or do earn their livings by shucking oysters).  The levels have been added for two reasons:  to allow for friendly competitions between neighborhood residents and local restaurants, and to showcase the outstanding skills of the professional shuckers who compete in the final round.  

“We thought it would be fun to add amateur levels to the contest, to showcase the amazing skills of the professional shuckers,” said Cheri Decker, Environmental Program Coordinator of Bayshore Discovery Project and author of the idea to add the multiple levels.  “It’s really an amazing ability to shuck 25 oysters in 2 minutes with near-perfect presentation.  Someone like me will struggle to open just one oyster in that amount of time!” said Cheri Decker,
