2.  AJ MEERWALD travels to LEWES DE and BURLINGTON NJ in September

LEWES, DE

New Jersey’s Tall Ship will be docked at the Lewes Delaware Ferry Terminal September 12 through September 18, 2006.  On September 19, passage is available on the 5-hour (estimated sailing time) transit sail from Lewes DE to Bivalve NJ.

On September 12, 13, 14 and 18:

Deck Tours will take place 10:00am to 12:00Noon; cost $2.00 – Come meet the AJ MEERWALD’s Captain and Crew!

2 and ½ hour Public Sails will also be available on these days – Call 856-785-2060 x100 for sail times and ticket prices.

On September 15, 16 and 17 the AJ MEERWALD will participate in SAIL LEWES 2006 – a Tall Ship Festival celebrating Lewes’s 375th anniversary and maritime heritage.

On Tuesday September 19 the AJ MEERWALD will be transiting from Lewes DE to Bivalve NJ.  Passage is available on this sail between ports. Estimated sailing time is 5 hours; 8:00am to 1:00pm. Maximum 30 passengers. Cost: Adults $50 / Seniors $40 / Children $25

The cost includes meals with the crew during the transit – vegetarian cuisine prepared in the galley by the ship’s cook. Passengers should come prepared for all types of weather as the AJ MEERWALD sails rain or shine. Transit passengers are responsible for their transportation to and from points of departure and arrival.  

BURLINGTON, NJ

Everyone who attends the Wood Street Fair on Saturday September 9th will have the chance to come aboard the historic schooner AJ MEERWALD for a FREE Deck Tour.  New Jersey’s Tall Ship will be docked at the City of Burlington’s Riverfront Promenade and open for visitors from 9:00am to 4:00pm on that day.  Deck Tours are conducted by the AJ MEERWALD’s crew.

On the evening of September 9, the MEERWALD offers a two-hour public sail from 5:00pm to 7:00pm.  Tickets for this sail are $35 for all passengers and reservations are required.  Passengers can help raise the ship’s sails and learn about the region’s maritime history, culture and environment.

The plans for restoration of Bivalve’s historic Oyster Shipping Sheds and Wharves are moving forward. The Site Plan has been approved by Commercial Township and BDP is awaiting permit approval from NJDEP.  Visitors and school groups come to Bivalve to tour the Delaware Bay Museum, now housed in the sheds, to learn about the multi-million dollar oyster industry that existed here in the early 1900s. The completed Oyster Industry Interpretive Center will capture the history, character and spirit of Bivalve for future generations. 

WALKATHON 2006 will take place on Saturday October 21st along a peaceful 5-mile route with quaint streets and Victorian homes, country lanes, a bike path and a boardwalk into the salt marsh. 9. Boats for Sale

We have 4 boats that have been donated and are being sold to raise money.

They are:

a. A 9’ Sailing Dinghy and Trailer-This is a small dinghy that was converted to sail with an Optimist Sailing Rig. All parts are included as well as a trailer. Some cosmetic work is needed and the rudder will need to be repaired.

b. A 1973 17’ Charles Witholz Catboat. – This is a very nice well-built Catboat. It has an aluminum mast and a shoal keel (2’ draft). Included are Sail (250sq.ft.), rigging, Anchor and rode, cushions, teak seats, outboard bracket, plus many more extras. There is no trailer or outboard. It only needs some cosmetic work to go sailing.

c. A 1985 15’ Starcraft bowrider with a 70hp Evinrude Outboard and Trailer. Both trailer and boat are currently registered. Interior can use some work. Engine has spark, but has not been run.

d. A 1979 24’ SeaRay cuddy cabin – IO with 451 modified Chevy Block engine with 0 hours. Includes a 1985 Loadrite Trailer. Both boat and trailer are currently registered. Upholstery is in good shape, but the interior needs to be cleaned up.
