1.   BDP at Winter Eagle Festival on Saturday February 3

Bayshore Discovery Project will have a display at the Winter Eagle Festival on Saturday February 3 at the Mauricetown Fire Hall.  The festival presents great opportunities to see Hawks, Vultures and Eagles, and there are plenty of knowledgeable birders coming down to our area to help you spot and identify them. 

The days starts with a 7am Sunrise Walk at Turkey Point, led by NJ Audubon’s Pete Dunne. Various viewing sites will be staffed by the NJ Audubon Society and Cape May Bird Observatory from 10am to 5pm. At 5pm, Pat Sutton will lead a Sunset Owl Watch at Turkey Point. 

There will be exhibits, lectures and food in the Mauricetown Fire Hall from 8am to 4pm. Lecture topics include: “Endangered and Non-game Species Program,” “The Crucible of Migration,” “Identifying ‘em Far Far Away,” “How to Spot an Owl,” and “Raptors of the Bayshore.”

FREE Volunteer Training for Schooner AJ Meerwald’s 2007 Sailing Season begins Saturday March 3rd

WHAT:   FREE Training Sessions for people who want to volunteer onboard the schooner AJ Meerwald 

WHEN:   Saturday March 3, 10, 24, and 31, 2007 – 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM

WHERE:  Bayshore Discovery Project, 2800 High Street (Bivalve), Port Norris NJ 

WHY:   Required for all who want to volunteer onboard New Jersey’s Tall Ship during the 2007 Sailing Season
It’s that time again! Time for the Bayshore Discovery Project (BDP) to reach out to folks who want to be part of the historic schooner AJ Meerwald’s April through October Sailing Season.  

Volunteer Training takes place each year with the intent to prepare interested people to serve as crew onboard the AJ Meerwald. Trainees gain a well-rounded understanding of programs and activities conducted by BDP and are exposed to both education and deckhand skills used onboard. Shipboard volunteers can participate in the AJ Meerwald’s public and private sails, transits between ports, deck tours, and Sailor For A Day camps. 

Shipboard training will take place on four Saturdays – March 3, 10, 24 and 31 – from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM.  All four training sessions are required for new volunteers, and returning volunteers are required to attend the last two sessions. There is no charge for the training, but BDP membership is a requirement for all volunteers. Memberships are available at several levels -- $20 per year for Seniors 60+ and Students; $35 for Individuals; $40 for Families – and there are higher membership levels available for people who want to make a more significant financial contribution to BDP. 

Volunteers provide an invaluable service to the Bayshore Discovery Project. In addition to the shipboard activities, volunteers are involved in other areas of BDP’s programs and operations including onshore education programs, ship maintenance, building and grounds maintenance, special events (Bay Days, Sunset Ferry Cruise, OysterFest, dockside receptions), postering, and office work.   

The training will take place at BDP headquarters – 2800 High Street (Bivalve), Port Norris NJ.

The Bayshore Discovery Project, a non-profit grassroots environmental organization, operates the authentically-restored 1928 oyster schooner as a hands-on classroom promoting stewardship of the Delaware Estuary and its environs. The student program includes participating in prepared learning stations, sailing the vessel, and trawling for marine life. 

First Mate—The mate will be expected to work closely with other crew members, volunteer crew, and office staff to ensure a high quality on-board educational program.  S(he) will also be responsible for running a safe navigational watch during transits, supervising deck operations during day sails, as well as overseeing the maintenance of the A.J.Meerwald. Requires 100-ton mate license with sail endorsement (near coastal preferred), and diesel engine maintenance skills. Masters license a plus. Depending on license and boat handling skills may also be Relief Captain.

Second Mate—The second mate will help coordinate shipboard maintenance and vessel operations as well as participate in the onboard education program.  Previous experience operating and maintaining a traditionally rigged wooden sailing vessel is required. 100-ton mate license with sail endorsement is preferred. Applicable experience will be considered. Diesel engine maintenance skills and previous education experience a plus.

Educator/ Deckhand/ Relief Coordinator—The Educator/ Relief Coordinator will present onboard and shore-based learning stations and programs, serve as a deckhand, and perform Onboard Coordinator duties when relief is needed.  Relief duties will involve leading onboard education programs.  A degree relevant to the position is required along with some education experience.  Willingness to live on a boat with limited privacy, a strong environmental ethic, plenty of stamina, flexibility, and a positive attitude are essential.  Environmental education, curriculum development, and boat experience a plus.
Educator/ Deckhand—Educators will present Delaware Estuary specific learning stations onboard, present shore-based education programs, and participate in shipboard maintenance and vessel operations. The position requires environmental education experience, a degree in natural resources or equivalent experience, strong environmental ethic, plenty of stamina, flexibility and a positive attitude.  Boat experience a plus. 

Educator/ Deckhand/ Relief Cook-Performs the duties of an Educator Deckhand as well as cooking and provisioning when cook is on leave.

Intern Positions- Interns are expected to serve for a three month period, and positions are available starting April.  The position requires some environmental education (or equivalent experience), boat experience a plus, strong environmental ethic, plenty of stamina, flexibility and a positive attitude.

Compensation & Commitment — Salary (based on experience), plus meals (vegetarian) and living quarters onboard ship from April through October.

Front Desk / Events Coordinator

The Front Desk/Events Coordinator serves as the first contact between the Bayshore Discovery Project and the public both in person and over the phone.  He/she carries out his/her responsibilities for BDP in a responsible, efficient, courteous, innovative, and mission-appropriate manner.  As Events Coordinator, this person interacts with BDP staff and volunteers to help accomplish the groundwork and bring to fruition our annual Bay Days Festival and various fundraising events presented throughout the year.

Responsibilities

We have 4 boats that have been donated and are being sold to raise money.

They are:

a. A 9’ Sailing Dinghy and Trailer-This is a small dinghy that was converted to sail with an Optimist Sailing Rig. All parts are included as well as a trailer. Some cosmetic work is needed and the rudder will need to be repaired. Take it away for $200.00.
b. A 1973 17’ Charles Witholz Catboat. – This is a very nice well-built Catboat. It has an aluminum mast and a shoal keel (2’ draft). Included are Sail (250sq.ft.), rigging, Anchor and rode, cushions, teak seats, outboard bracket, plus many more extras. There is no trailer or outboard. It only needs some cosmetic work to go sailing. Asking $5000.00
c. A 1985 15’ Starcraft bowrider with a 70hp Evinrude Outboard and Trailer. Both trailer and boat are currently registered. Interior can use some work. Engine has spark, but has not been run. Asking $1500.
d. A 1979 24’ SeaRay cuddy cabin – IO with 451 modified Chevy Block engine with 0 hours. Includes a 1985 Dual Axle Loadrite Trailer. Both boat and trailer are currently registered. Upholstery is in good shape, but the interior needs to be cleaned up.Asking $3500.
We also have a 50hp Yamaha 4 stroke outboard for sale. This engine runs, but is rough. It may need a valve job. $1000.00 takes it home.

Can you help identify this Mystery Object?

Description:

It measures about 1 ½ inches high with an inside diameter of 1 inch. There are eleven, multifaceted ‘stones’ colored blue, red, green, and orange; two stones to a side; one large red stone on the top. A clamping screw at the base allows the object to be securely attached to something.
