Artisans of the Nanticoke Lenni-Lenape Indians of New Jersey will present "Tribal Traditions:  The art of passing on our gifts” at a public event this month.  Join citizens of the Nanticoke Lenni-Lenape Tribe as they describe important cultural traditions and how they are passed down from generation to generation.  Hear from tribal leaders, past and present, and understand their roles with the youth and educating the general community. This event will take place in partnership with the Bayshore Discovery Project, as part of BDP’s semi-annual “Storytelling” series, and will occur on Tuesday, March 13, from 6-8 p.m. at the Bridgeton Public Library. The event is free and open to the public.


This event is part of a 2006-2007 partnership between the Nanticoke Lenni-Lenape Indians of New Jersey (NLLI) and Bayshore Discovery Project (BDP).  The two organizations received a grant from the National Endowment for the Arts, a federal agency, to conduct a series of workshops and public programs focusing on NLLI cultural traditions.  NLLI youth have been participating in workshops focusing on traditional arts, and BDP is hosting two public events introducing general audiences to the rich cultural heritage of the Nanticoke Lenni-Lenape.  Last October, the youth participants in the NLLI Princess and Warrior program presented what they learned as part of that program.  

This event is sponsored in part with the support of the National Endowment for the Arts, a federal agency that believes a great nation deserves great art.

Our speaker will be Tom Nichols, better known to friends of BDP as a frequent volunteer crew member aboard the A. J. Meerwald, New Jersey’s Official Tall Ship.  Some of you may have caught his standing-room-only presentation in last year’s Lecture Series.  Tom has updated his slides, learned even more about the critters, and promises to entertain! Tom will share with us his expertise, including identifying local species and tricks for spotting—or avoiding—them in the wilds of southern New Jersey.

The Bayshore Discovery Project, a non-profit grassroots environmental organization, operates the authentically-restored 1928 oyster schooner as a hands-on classroom promoting stewardship of the Delaware Estuary and its environs. The student program includes participating in prepared learning stations, sailing the vessel, and trawling for marine life. 

First Mate—The mate will be expected to work closely with other crew members, volunteer crew, and office staff to ensure a high quality on-board educational program.  S(he) will also be responsible for running a safe navigational watch during transits, supervising deck operations during day sails, as well as overseeing the maintenance of the A.J.Meerwald. Requires 100-ton mate license with sail endorsement (near coastal preferred), and diesel engine maintenance skills. Masters license a plus. Depending on license and boat handling skills may also be Relief Captain.

Second Mate—The second mate will help coordinate shipboard maintenance and vessel operations as well as participate in the onboard education program.  Previous experience operating and maintaining a traditionally rigged wooden sailing vessel is required. 100-ton mate license with sail endorsement is preferred. Applicable experience will be considered. Diesel engine maintenance skills and previous education experience a plus.

Educator/ Deckhand/ Relief Coordinator—The Educator/ Relief Coordinator will present onboard and shore-based learning stations and programs, serve as a deckhand, and perform Onboard Coordinator duties when relief is needed.  Relief duties will involve leading onboard education programs.  A degree relevant to the position is required along with some education experience.  Willingness to live on a boat with limited privacy, a strong environmental ethic, plenty of stamina, flexibility, and a positive attitude are essential.  Environmental education, curriculum development, and boat experience a plus.
Educator/ Deckhand—Educators will present Delaware Estuary specific learning stations onboard, present shore-based education programs, and participate in shipboard maintenance and vessel operations. The position requires environmental education experience, a degree in natural resources or equivalent experience, strong environmental ethic, plenty of stamina, flexibility and a positive attitude.  Boat experience a plus. 

Educator/ Deckhand/ Relief Cook-Performs the duties of an Educator Deckhand as well as cooking and provisioning when cook is on leave.

Intern Positions- Interns are expected to serve for a three month period, and positions are available starting April.  The position requires some environmental education (or equivalent experience), boat experience a plus, strong environmental ethic, plenty of stamina, flexibility and a positive attitude.

Compensation & Commitment — Salary (based on experience), plus meals (vegetarian) and living quarters onboard ship from April through October.

8.  DELAWARE BAY DAYS FESTIVAL TO TAKE PLACE ON SECOND WEEKEND IN JUNE
WHAT:   15th Annual two-day Delaware ‘Bay Days’ Festival – FREE ADMISSION

WHEN:   Saturday June 9 and Sunday June 10, 2007

WHERE:  Port Norris, Bivalve, East Point Light

WHY:  To celebrate the rich maritime history and precious natural resources of New Jersey’s Bayshore region.

For the first time, the Delaware Bay Days Festival will take place on the second rather than the first weekend in June. Bay Days is a FREE event hosted by Bayshore Discovery Project in the New Jersey fishing villages of Bivalve and Port Norris, and at East Point Lighthouse. 

New this year, Bay Days will coincide and partner with Cumberland County’s Delaware Bay Fishing Tournament.  The 21st Annual Fishing Tournament is scheduled on Saturday June 9 (weather date: Sunday). Boats check in between 6:00 am and 8:00 am at either Port Norris Marina or the Fortescue Captain’s Association. Boats must return to their starting point by 4:00 pm and weigh-in takes place from 2:00 pm until completion. Participants can go fishing in the morning and stop by the Festival in the afternoon. a. A 9’ Sailing Dinghy and Trailer-This is a small dinghy that was converted to sail with an Optimist Sailing Rig. All parts are included as well as a trailer. Some cosmetic work is needed and the rudder will need to be repaired. Take it away for $200.00.
b. A 1973 17’ Charles Witholz Catboat. – This is a very nice well-built Catboat. It has an aluminum mast and a shoal keel (2’ draft). Included are Sail (250sq.ft.), rigging, Anchor and rode, cushions, teak seats, outboard bracket, plus many more extras. There is no trailer or outboard. It only needs some cosmetic work to go sailing. Asking $5000.00
